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The first known reference to Furmint, 1611

Furmint may have developed from another local grape variety in the Tokaj Wine Region which gave wines with
distinctive acid structure and had a propensity to become botrytised and shrivelled aszd berry. The first known
reference to Furmint is in 1611 church records by Pal Szantai, “The church owns three vineyards here.

The first is the Bakfw ard, the second is the Furmint vineyard in Giopiu Valley, the third Hosszi vineyard.
These belong to the minister.” These did not yet appear in Balizs Szikszai Fabricius (1576) vineyard records.
However, Pil Szntai already referred to it as a separate variety. He may have named them

since the Horatius verse naming the town of Formia was also found in his library.
